From restoration questions to general 
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Programming a newly acquired car into you garage door opener 
 
We recently traded Joanieôs XK8 for a 2009 XK.  We couldnôt get the car to take programming for the 
garage door opener.  We followed the instructions for a rolling code opener in the Jaguar manual, the 
Overhead Door Manual and those given to us over the phone from Homelink (who makes the 
controls).  Nothing worked. 
 
We called Crown and were told that this happened occasionally and whenever it did they were 
informed by Homelink that the opener control was overloaded.  The controller will hold up to 7 inputs.  
(Ben Berman told us that he had the same experience.)  We were told that the solution was to erase 
all previously entered programming and enter all previous and new ones.  We decided to call 
Overhear Door Service and have them do this for us.  (Good choice.) 
 
Here are the steps the service man performed to correct the problem. 
 

1.  Erase all programming in the door controller.  This is done by pressing and holding the ñLearnò 
button on the opener until it flashes rapidly (10 secs.). 

2. Erase all programming in the car controller.  This is done by pressing and holding the outer 2 
buttons (1 & 3) on the car until the light flashes rapidly (20 secs.). 

3. Tell your car transmitter what kind of a door opener control you have.  This is done by holding 
your hand held remote that came with the garage door up to the push buttons in the car and 
press and hold the button on the hand held unit and the button on the car which you want to 
program until the light flashes rapidly. 

4. Program the car transmitter.  This is done by pressing the ñLearnò button on the door opener 
and then pressing, holding for 2 secs. and releasing 3 times the button on the car which you 
want to program. 

 
The button on the car should now operate the door.  The service man told us that step 1. shouldnôt be 
necessary because the door opener controller should automatically erase the oldest entry when and 
8th entry is made.  Unfortunately this apparently doesnôt always happen.

ell, maybe not retired......but rather, re-tired!  When I restored the car back in 1999 I 

installed modern radial tires, Pirelli P4000 205/70 VR15.  At the time there was some 

controversy about whether they could be mounted on the original 5" rims.  I chose to go

decided it was time for a change.  Time to go back to something similar to the Dunlop 

RoadSpeed 670-15 tires that were on the car when it was delivered to these shores back in

the bias ply repros were eliminated from consideration.  That left tires by Pirelli, Michelin, 

Dunlop, Universal, and Vredestein as possibilities.  I would have preferred the 185VR15 from 

either Michelin or Dunlop, but both were too expensive for my taste.  That left a choice 

between Universal and Vredestein.  I had heard nothing bad about either and the price was 

almost the same.  I finally settled on the Universal simply because they are made  right here in 

the USA....in the neighboring state of PA, not far from where I live!  And then there was the 

additional choice between blackwall, whitewall, or redline.  Although most, if not all, E-types 

of the mid-1960s were delivered with whitewalls (the Brits figured all Americans love 

whitewalls!) I chose the more practical, utilitarian look of the plain blackwall.  So the choice 

was made...the order placed...and a few days later four new tires were delivered to my 

doorstep by FedEx. 

 

The next step was the mounting and balancing which is not a simple

balancing machine would not work properly with these old wheels.  

A balancing fixture that would mount the wheel on the

required.  Fortunately, I knew exactly where to find one!  I had heard that my Jaguar buddy 

George Jones from the Jaguar Club of Southern New England had made such a device.  So the

neat, wooden storage/shipping container.  I was good to go!.....But then I hit the first hurdle.

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The balancing machines come with at least two different shaft sizes.  The shop I was dealing 

with had a machine with a large diameter shaft and the Jones Fixture was made for a small

compatible machine.  So the first hurdle took a little searching, but turned out to be a non-

problem. 

 

I decided to do the mounting and balancing one at a time to 

ease the transport problem in the boot of our trusty, old XJ6.  

The first wheel turned out beautifully with little run-out and a 

very small amount of weight to balance....Hey, maybe this is 

going to be an easy process after all!....But my euphoria was 

soon shattered!  The second wheel was a disaster!  Excessive 

run-out and a huge amount of weight to balance.  It was 

judged to be unusable.  What to do now?  If it was to be used it would have to be trued-up.....a 

process that no one in my locale could do.  Several years ago I had Hendrix Wire Wheel in

into service again.  A phone call to Hendrix assured me that they would turn it around for me 

in a day.  So the wheel and tire were soon on the way to NC.  And they were as good as their 

word.  The whole process took about a week and a half, most of which was the shipping.  They 

trued-up the wheel, mounted and balanced the tire, and shaved round so that the total run-

out was less than ten thousands.  And besides that they did a fine job cosmetically...it came 

back looking like new!  Now the wheel that was a disaster is probably the best one on the car!  

The only downside is that if the tire ever goes flat and needs to be dismounted the wheel and 

tire will have to be marked so that the tire can be reinstalled in the same orientation. 

 

The next two wheels that I took to be mounted and balanced turned out to be okay, not as 

good as the first one, but usable.  At that point I decided to take a look at the spare tire.  It 

turned out to be in pristine condition, although the plating on some of the spokes had

used.  But that generated a bit of a mystery .....It had an excessive amount of balance weight 

installed, over 10 oz.!  And though it was okay, it had more run-out than I would have 
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expected on a new, unused wheel.  But it was better than one of the first four, so my final step 

was to swap it for one of the other wheels.  So, after about a month of effort the transition to 

new tires was finally complete.
