anything shiny and new, but to an old friend....my first Jaguar, a 1951 XK120 purchased 

used in 1955.  Some of you may remember the article that I wrote a few years back, A Tale of

It 

was an early standard model OTS, sand with red interior, spats covering the back wheels, 

single exhaust, and chrome parking 

lights on the front fenders.  And there 

were some things it ŘƛŘƴΩǘ have.....a 

heater and foot vents!  Omissions to 

demonstrate the fortitude required to 

be a British sports car driver!  But I 

thought it was wonderful....and for its 

time, it was! 

 

The first adventure that I remember 

with that car was an SCCA rally called 

the Cape Cod Courageous.  It started 

someplace south of Boston and ended

flat, airport courses.  In that year I took the XK120 to races at Beverly Airport and Westover 

AFB in Massachusetts.  Then that fall, to the annual SCCA race at Watkins Glen.....my first 

exposure to racing at the Glen.  In the summer of 1955 I relocated to Rome, NY and the XK120 

would take me to many gatherings and events of the very active Sports Car Club of Rome.  But 

the following year I succumbed to the urge to move on to something newer and better and

A great advertising shot of the Jaguar 420 Saloon.  It is unusual to see it in rear ¾ view, but it 

shows very well.  Note the lack of headrests. 

The 4.2 liter six developed 265BHP (the same as the 3.8 liter version) and could accelerate the 

3,700 lb car to 60 mph in 9.9 seconds with a claimed top speed of 121.5 mph.  The cost when 

new was 2,237 pounds sterling; a total of 5,542 units were produced from 1966 through 1970. 

Among the interesting options were the wind-up radio aerial, front seat belts, and a fire
