Ah, the past is a wonderfull place to visit but I don’t think I want to live
there.

Thus, a segue into my confessions re my 1968 (series 1 1/5) E Type.  Complicit in my transgres-
sions to the purity of the breed is Gary Hagopian.

Then, shortly after, we joined the SCJC.  The first meeting we attended was at Marina’s Pizzeria
with Bill Borrusch presiding.  I brought my photos of the E Type and passed them around.  Gary
was a seat or two down the line and when he got the photos he said "Oh, you bought Don Porter’s
car".  I thought "Good Grief"!  I had this car shipped 1500 miles from New Hampshire and this guy
who I have never met knows more about my car than I do!  Turns out they were both members of
JANE (Jaguar Association of New England) and Gary knew all about my car’s former owner and the
restoration he performed.  Now, the question was "What did he think of my car?".  He allowed as
how he thought it to be a pretty good piece of work.  I took that to mean that, among other things,
he approved of the liberties that Don Porter took to make "my car" a true, not factory delivered origi-
nal, but true Jaguar in spirit.

Well, I’ve never liked long sermons so I’ll save more of the details of my "modified" ’68 for May.
Hope to see y’all at the April meeting.  If I can get it all together I’ll have a slide show of the Sebring
Race event.  One or more of those who attended will be telling us about it.

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XJS Rear Window Leaks, leading to a trashed
fuel t ank

The rear window on the XJS coupe has a tendency to leak water imperceptibly.
The rear glass seal is to blame. Underneath the fuel tank is a rubber foam mat. When
the water leaks in, it drains down past the fuel tank and collects in the rubber mat, then
starts to rust the bottom of the fuel tank. This leads to many pinhole fuel leaks. A new
fuel tank is over $500 (plus installation labor) so it pays to ensure that your rear glass
seal doesn't leak
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Greetings from Indianapolis. As your new SE Director, I wanted to give you a quick report about the
AGM. First of all, your new JCNA officers are President, Dick Maury; Vice President, Brian Williams; and
Secretary, Steve Kennedy.

The structure of the Executive Committee was changed with
the President, Vice President and one elected Director (voted in by two thirds vote of the BOD), plus non-vot
ing Legal Counsel and Secretary. The next amendment in reference to vacancies was passed. Life
Membership and the institution a of a JCNA Resource Desk was approved, more on this in a future Jaguar
Journal. 

JCRC Rule Changes.

It is requested that you collect and forward five dollars to JCNA to cover all non-member event particip
tion for insurance. The next change (strictly clerical) added the trailering rule to the first chapter for this year.
The next one was passed for this year, but reads “Professionally recognized race organizations”. Rule for was
accepted. Rule five defining who may enter a concours was passed, again for this year. Rule change 6 was
passed, points to be published shortly for miss matched paint and non-authentic for the clear bra. Finally, floor
mats were appropriate must be inspected outside the car for cleanliness and condition. The last change was
rejected by the BOD and not voted on by the AGM. There is a new tire guide being worked on and preliminary
results will be posted on the web site shortly. 

There were no Rallye or Slalom rule changes. Presentations were made for the Western States, 2011
Challenge, and the 2011 AGM. As Dick will be quite busy for the next few years, I would expect to be your
main contact for any issues you may have. Please feel free to contact me at any time, and I will do my best to
help. Thanks.
