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Head Gasket s - 4.2 Liter six 
cylinder engines

The 4.2 liter engine was modified a long time ago, and as part of the
modification several of the head studs actually sit in the water jacket. This
allows the studs to come in contact with the engine coolant, necessitating
the use of antifreeze with anti-corrosive properties rather than just plain
water. Over a period of years, the studs will corrode and the corrosion will
build up and push the head up from the block surface. When this happens,
the only cure is to remove the head, clean up the corrosion and replace
the head gasket.

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Brake Pad W ear Indicators, 
1988-1994 XJ6

The XJ40 (1988-1994 XJ6) has little sensors in the brake pads
that let you know when the pads have worn down to their minimum
safe level. Pretty handy, eh? The 1988-1989 XJ6 has the sensors
built into the pads, so when you buy pads for these cars, they come
with the sensor automatically. The 1990-1994 XJ6 has a separate
sensor that plugs into the pad, so the sensor does not come with the
pads and is sold separately. Fortunately, the sensors can usually be
reused on the 1990-1994 cars. If the pads wear down to the point
that you get a brake pad warning light, you'll usually need to buy
new sensors.
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Suncoast Jaguar Club Travels to Clearwater Marine Science Museum

On Saturday, June 19th, SCJC members and guests traveled to the Clearwater Marine Science Museum
for a day of exploring the marine environment of southwest Florida.  The trip was arranged by Suncoast Jag
Club past president, Ben Berman.  
Ben advised us to arrive at the museum before
1:00 p.m. in order to reserve seating on the
Marine Explorer tour boat.  We all arrived on
time and parked our beautiful Jaguar automo-
biles in the museum parking area.  Naturally,
this display of Jaguars added another dash of
beauty to complement the lovely yachts and the
waterside ambiance of the pier.  We love those
Jags! 

Our group boarded the tour boat at 1:15.
Those attending the event included our event
chairman, Ben Berman, Jaguar Club President
Carl Tack and his wife Joanie, Tom & Shirley
Gooding, Ray David and friend Cathy, Cherry Walker and John Walker, Bill Borrusch and Shirley Petrie,
and Lee & Sally Wolf.  After all had boarded the boat, the museum tour boat captain ordered the lines to be
cast off promptly at 1:30, and we were on our way to explore Clearwater Bay.  

We were happy to have a crew of three to guide us on the tour.  The captain was assisted by two tour
guides.  One of the two women crew members was
a graduate biologist and a marine environmental
specialist.  The other was an intern at the Marine
Science Museum.  Our captain gave a helpful
overview of the Clearwater Bay area.  He also
shared information on many of the historic homes
that are found along the shore of the beautiful bay.
Our biologist crew member entertained us by provid-
ing a glossary of the variety of shoreline plants,
marine life, and birds that are to be found in the bay
waters.   We were shown many fine examples. 

After traveling to a designated spot on the bay, the
captain brought our boat to a stop.  Then the two

crew members put out a large fishing net.  The captain put the boat in reverse drive, and we trawled along
with the net down on the bay bottom gathering a variety of marine samples.  When the net had gathered a
number of specimens, the net was drawn into the boat.  The biologist and her assistant carefully emptied
the contents of the net into a seawater filled tank.  From there they separated the sea creatures by species
and placed them in see-through containers for further explanation and for our interested viewing.  As we
went further along the bay the biologist explained the life cycle and habits of each specimen.

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After each specimen had been described and
shown to the guests, we landed at a small shell island
in the bay for a brief break.  At the island we walked
about and stretched our legs for awhile.  Some of us
gathered sea shells.  These sea shells later will be
incorporated in the table decorations at our October
3rd Jaguar concours d'elegance awards banquet.  A
fitting touch and a nice memory from our day trip on
Clearwater Bay! 

We also had more opportunities to view the
marine specimens more closely in their containers.
The guides explained to us that all of the marine ani-
mals would be released back into the bay near the
museum at the end of the tour.  The only exception
being that any seahorses cought in the net must be returned to the spot where they were netted.

The primary reason for this precaution is
that seahorses are a protected species.
Seahorses mainly live nearby where they
were born.  They do not stray far unless
carried away by currents, so they are
returned to where they were gathered in
the net.  

At last our two hour tour of Cleawatrer
Bay came to a close.  The captain brought
our tour boat back to the pier, and we gath-
ered for the next part of the tour.  We
thanked the crew and left some tips in
appreciation.  Our tour chairman, Ben,
advised us that we would be meeting at
4:00 p.m. at the nearby Island Way Grill for

our dinner reservations.  We gathered in the foyer
of the grill at the appointed hour, and the maitre d'
escorted us to our table.  

We were seated banquet style and enjoyed
great conversation at table.  Ben had arranged a
table with a waterfront view, which we all greatly
appreciated.  After enjoying cool drinks and appe-
tizers we ordered dinner from the extensive
menu.  Everything was beautifully prepared and
presented by the staff, and the food was deli-
cious.  It was a wonderful way to close our day of
exploration on Clearwater Bay.  Many thanks, Ben
