Through sun and rain, sleet and snow, it was my
only means of transportation . It was my entree into the exciting world of sports cars and sports car
racing in the late 1950's. It took me from my home in Lynn, MA to my first job at the Rome Air
Development Center in Rome, NY.....and numerous trips back and forth.
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It was my steed on many events of the Sports Car Club of Rome....and many evenings of hanging out
with my sports car buddies at the Savoy in Rome. It took me to my first sports car race at Watkins
Glen in 1955. And it never failed me.

These two Jaguars, the one | lusted after and the one | got, were my introduction to the world of
technically interesting and exciting sports cars. But, eventually the lure of others induced me to part
with my XK120. An array of sports cars were to follow....... with a return to the marque with the arrival
of the stunning E-type in the 1960's.

Problem 7 Condensation in XK 8 and XK R headlight assemblies.

On very hot days, | noticed | was getting beads of condensation on
the clear headlight cover. It turns out that an O-ring which provides
the seal for this assembly is prone to failure. The two solutions are:

1 Drill a small hole in the underside of the assembly (which will
let the liquid escape, but also allow other liquid to enter; or,

1 Get a new headlight assembly (list price $780.45).

Problem i Dirty headliner

Over time, headliners will become soiled, even in closed cars. This
Is especially true if you have an open car and drive it without the
tonneau cover.

The solution is to get a very soft brush (like a brush to clean corn)

and somet hing | i ke Griotos Gar age
brush very gently. Itis a good idea to stretch and fix the headliner

in place with your finger in areas like the windshield bar. If you

wrinkle or pull the liner out, a flat tool should allow you to tuck it

back in.
