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V12 Jaguars Prone to Engine Fires - Be pre -
pared!

The Marelli-equipped V12 cars (1989 and later) are more prone to engine fires than any
other Jaguar, but that doesn't mean that they are the only ones that burn! In addition to
performing your regular preventive maintenance, it's good practice to carry a fire extin-
guisher in your car, within easy reach. Make sure it's rated for oil/fuel fires, not just
paper and trash. Wade Ramsey, a long-time Jagbits subscriber, adds the following:

"In the unfortunate event that you experience an engine fire, never open the hood
(bonnet)all the way. This will only add more oxygen to the fire and make the fire larger.
Instead, open it just enough to get the fire extinguisher nozzel under the lip and
squeeze the trigger."

"An excellent maintenance tip is to inspect the fuel injection hoses that connect
the fuel rail to the injectors. This is usually where V12 fires originate. A leak develops in
the hose, either by age, too much pressure, wear, or all of the above and a spark from a
chaffed spark plug wire, a coil wire, or distributor itself simply ignites it. Monthly inspec-
tion is a must with these cars, especially the V12's."

2010 JCOF Concours d'Elegance held in Lakeland, Florida

The 2010 Jaguar Club of Florida, Orlando, Concours d'Elegance was held on the weekend of May
14-15 in Lakeland, Florida. Lakeland is a lovely "Old Florida" style city. Lakeland features a city center
that was built primarily from the 1890s through 1920s. However, the town was founded many years
prior to that time by the first groups of pioneer Florida settlers. The "Florida Land Boom" of the 1920s
went down along with the stock market crash and the other financial events that led to the Great
Depression in the 1930s. Recovery came to Lakeland the decade thereatfter.

We were
fortunate to be able to enjoy the lovely ambiance of Lakeland as the JCOF had reserved the beautiful-
ly restored Lakeland Terrace Hotel as the Concours Headquarters Hotel. The Terrace Hotel overlooks
the lovely Lake Mirror with its handsome lake shore promenade. The Concours d'Elegance Jaguars
were on display along the promenade for everyone's viewing pleasure and the judging for concours
awards.

A large group of early arrivals gathered together on Friday night at the "Chop Shop" (not a real chop
shop with people handling cutting torches and wrenches and dissecting cars for sales of parts). This
Chop Shop instead featured a wide range of sandwiches, salads, entrees, and desserts. About forty
of us did a very good job of consuming lots of "fun food" surrounded as we were by many interesting
items of automobile and motorcycle memorabilia.

Saturday morning, the sweet, powerful sounds of many Jaguar cars greeted our ears as the faithful
began gathering for the JCOF Concours d'Elegance. Jim Kuhlmann, chairman of the JCOF concours,
and Ginger Corda were on hand to greet the cars and their owners. Chairman Jim invited Shirley
Gooding of SCJC to assist with the registration process. Together, the registration team had every-
one's cars in place for the judging by 10:30. The owners meeting and the judges meeting followed.

Tom Curren served as the JCOF chief judge for the concours. Tom had assembled a group of
experienced JCNA certified judges who were ably assisted by several new apprentice judges. The
judging of cars commenced following the owners and judges meetings, judging having been
announced by the skirl of traditional bagpipe music that wafted across the car show field. A fitting
beginning!

The car owners and spectators were treated to a fine exhibition of beautiful Jaguar automobiles.
There were 42 Jaguars on display, an excellent turn-out for the occasion. The judging teams did their
work efficiently and effectively, and the process was completed by 2:00 p.m. The concours was con-
cluded at 2:30, and the show car owners were free to return to their quarters at the Terrace Hotel for
R&R until the Awards Banquet that evening.

The evening celebration began at 6:30 with cocktails being served on the mezzanine of the hotel.
Afterward, everyone moved to the banquet room for dinner, which was followed by the highly anticipat-
ed awards ceremony. Awards were presented in a full range of champion, driven, and special classes.
Tom and Shirley Gooding joined Marvin and Brenda Williams at their table for the dinner and for the
awards ceremony. Friends from other Jaguar clubs were seated with them, including Ginger Corda
and Mike Baker. The Goodings, the Williams, and Ginger and Mike were delighted to receive JCOF
awards for their Jaguars.
