It's still October as I'm typing this so | have October oriented thoughts on my mind. We've
turned off the AC, bought candy for the trick-or-treaters (some of which may still be on hand on
Halloween) and reviewed our old costumes for a bash on the 31st. But probably the most Octobery
issue | can think of is the arrival of the new car models. I've gotten all of the beautiful brochures
from Len Wallace of Crown and did a demo drive of the 2011 XJ. It's very impressive to say the
least. It is so feature-filled that I think the warrantee would probably expire before | even knew what
they all were, much less master their operation.

But one of the most difficult aspects for me of getting a new XJL would giving up my 2005
Vanden Plas. It is by far the finest automobile | have ever driven. It is the smoothest, quietest,
most comfortable and fuel efficient car | have ever owned. Well, my 1960 VW beetle did get 27
mpg around town and 33 mpg on the highway but my '05 VDP gives a solid 20 mpg city and, if the
weather is good, the traffic is decent and I'm not mountain climbing, | can get up to 30 mpg on the
highway. And that's running a heating, ventilating and air conditioning system that my VW didn't
even have the horse power to operate. And it's also driving up to 80 mph while the bug could do 68
mph max if there was no head wind.

So I'm going to stick with my '05 for a while. Having made that decision | felt that it might be
a worthwhile move to change over to Mobil 1 synthetic oil. We had that great presentation last
spring about the performance of that product in high mileage cars and | figured I'd give it a try.

The 2005 came with a 40,000 mile warrantee that included free oil changes with each
inspection and service at 10,000 mile intervals. | felt that 5,000 miles was a better interval for oil
changes so | did my own once or twice. | remembered it was a challenging process but recollection
of the details had dimmed. The first confusing thing was the determination of the crankcase capaci-
ty. The owner's manual clearly said "5.75 U.S. Quarts" or "6 Liters". Well, | remember enough
about when booze went metric to know that a Liter is bigger than a Quart. So at least one of those
two figures had to be wrong. So | figured that 2 Gallons would be safe. Next, up on the lift went
the car. Oh yes, now | remember. This vehicle has a shroud under the engine and transmission.
(They say this thing is for aerodynamics but | suspect it's just a big diaper to catch the traditional
Jaguar oil leaks.) Wasn't there something difficult about getting that darn thing off? There are 9
hex head fasteners, all ¥ inch and easy to get at. But that doesn't get it off. There are also 2 sheet
metal screws, recessed so you can't see them, and what kind of a head do you suppose they
have? Slotted? No. Phillips? No. A Roberts No. 1 head? You guessed it.

Well, 1 got the job done and the car runs great. It feels like it's a little bit peppier but maybe
that's just wishful thinking for spending twice as much for oil.

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Jaguar has this to say about the genesis of the C-X75 Concept, which will be unveiled live tomor-
row at the Paris Motor Show: "The aim was to produce not only the most innovative but also one of
the most beautiful Jaguars ever; one which hints at an exciting evolution of the marque's award-
winning design language while paying homage to some of its most admired cars of years gone by."

The result is the car you see above. The 2,970-pound C-X75 is "a range-extended electric super-
car" that does the run from zero to 62 miles per hour in 3.4 seconds. That happens courtesy of two
96-horsepower micro gas turbines that pump juice into a plug-in li-ion battery pack. That in turn
powers four 195-horsepower electric motors — one at each wheel — for a total of 780 horsepower
and 1,187 pound-feet of torque. Top speed is pegged at 205 mph, and the concept can theoretically
run on just its batteries for 68 miles before the twin turbines kick in and extend the range to 560
miles. Think of it like the Volt, but with turbines instead of a gas engine and a helluva lot quicker
and faster.

The body resting above all those electrons is aluminum, with swan doors allowing entry to the
leather-lined cabin. The seats inside are fixed, with the steering wheel, instruments and pedals
moving to accommodate the driver. Three high-res TFT screens present driver information, with
readouts and displays switchable between all of the screens.

The C-X75 is a pure concept — there are no plans to make it. The point, rather, is to show what kind
of Jaguar might exist were such a cat unchained from any production consideration. Yet, although
we won't see the beast in its entirety, we could see its fangs and claws on a production Jag in the
future.

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Leaking steering rack seals on
Jaguars

There are three main leakage points on the steering rack (not including the hoses.) The first
point is at the top of the rack tower, where the steering column connects to the rack. The other two
points are inside the rubber boots at the ends of the rack. If any of these points have power steering
fluid coming out, then the rack seals need to be renewed.

Further clarification: There should be NO fluid inside the rubber boots. The rubber boots are not
there to contain the fluid, they are there to keep dust and dirt out. If your boots are cracked, your rack
seals are being damaged. If there is fluid inside the boots, then the seals are already leaking.

Some people like the "brave" approach to resealing their steering rack - they buy a seal kit and
do it themselves. Unless you've done this before, it's highly recommended that you stay with a rebuilt
rack unit. It's very easy to buy the $50 rack seal kit, then end up with a rack that still leaks. Resealing a
rack is not an easy job!

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My First Jaguar

It was 1968 and | was equipped with a shiny new math degree from the University of Rochester
and a job as a Systems Engineer with Honeywell Information Systems. | was feeling pretty good
about life, the universe and everything and therefore came to attention when | saw the following
classified ad.

For Sale - 1954 Jaguar Mark VII
Gray, with red leather interior. 3.4 liter DOHC 6 cylinder engine. Runs well, no rust, asking $400.

FOUR HUNDRED BUCKS for a Jaguar!!? | jumped on my 10-speed and went to see it. A sports
car it certainly was not, but it looked elegant (if a bit tall). Four doors, nice leather seats, about
600 board feet of curly maple and that incredible silver cat lunging forward off the hood. How
could | resist?

Well, it did run well, at least well enough to get me home. The next day, | discovered that the
brake pedal went to the floor without affecting the car's motion - happily, a mighty tug on the
handbrake saved the day.. My introduction to the world of old Jaguar parts had begun. A new
master cylinder and 2 slave cylinders solved that and the big Mark VII was on the road. It was
truly a spectacular ride, especially at night, when the blue lookdown lights illuminated all those
dials.

Summer inexorably passed into autumn and | discovered that the car was wired by Lucas, Prince
of Darkness, and it was constitutionally opposed to starting at any temperature below 40 degrees
